To Whom It May Concern:

The EC5000 Speed Control has the same if not more features and functions as the CW673C-17 and CU 673C-17 Speed Control unit. The EC5000 is a direct replacement for the CW673C-17 and the CU673C-17 and will perform in the same manner. The only difference is the location of the wire. We have provided a conversion chart to assist in this effort.
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CW673C

Discard the droop potentiometer if fitted to terminals J, N and P as it is now integrated in the EC5000

The EC5000 does not have an integral switch for “Idle /Run” therefore, it is essential to connect a switch from terminal 6 to Terminal 7 or 4 when this is closed the engine will run at the Idle setting that can be adjusted on the unit top left hand  corner marked “IDLE”

Note :- make sure that the “Droop” is disabled by connecting Terminal 5 to Terminal 7 or 4, otherwise the “Run” setting will be Droop enabled 

The Droop Control is activated when Terminal 5 to Terminal 7 or 4 is opened when not in “Idle”. The adjustment is in the top left hand corner marked ‘Droop”
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
